· Use integration and differentiation as tools for solving application problems in polar coordinates.

· Define limits, derivatives and integrals of vector valued functions and discuss the properties of these functions.

· Discuss the continuity and determine the limits of multivariable and vector valued function.

· Use double and triple integration and partial differentiation to solve application problems.

· Evaluate a line integral and apply Green’s Theorem

GRADING STANDARD:
Final evaluation of class performance will be based on in-class examinations, attendance, homework assignments and final examination.
