The Student Development Committee will review all applications and select two (2) recipients. 
 
 
Duration of Scholarship 
 
The scholarships are awarded for attendance at Passaic County Community College for one 
academic year (fall 2011/spring 2012).  Recipients must reapply to be considered for a second 
year. 
 
 
Scholarship Value 
 
Each recipient will receive a scholarship of $325.00 per semester (fall 2011/spring 2012) to be 
credited for tuition, fees, and/or books.  The student will receive a letter explaining the terms of the 
scholarship and must present a copy of this letter to the Bursar’s Office during registration each 
semester in order for funds to be credited.
