· Employ the arithmetic operations to solve application problems.

· Round to the appropriate place value.

· Solve proportion problems.

· Convert between decimal, fraction, and percent form.

· Solve ratio and proportion problems.

GRADING STANDARD:
Final evaluation of class will be based on in-class examinations, attendance, homework assignments and a two-hour final examination. Grades will be assigned as follows: A, A- (superior achievement), B+, B, B- (above average), C+, C (fully acceptable academic performance), and D (passing, but student must repeat the course), F (academic failure).
The four in-class tests will be given according to this course calendar schedule. There will be NO make-up tests (unless a student provides a medical note). This average will comprise 60% of the final course.
Attendance and laboratory participation are mandatory! Absences will affect your final grade and performance in exams.  Please make every effort to attend all classes.  If you miss a class, it is your responsibility to study the material covered during the session. Students will receive their lab sheet from their instructor. Students have to attend lab (U303) a minimum of 12 times during the semester. Lab participations are 10% of the grade.
Homework assignments are due the next class day. NO homework will be accepted for credit after the due date. Assignments will comprise 5% of the final grade.  
The final examination will be given during the 15th week of class. The exam will cover all materials presented in the course. The test will comprise 25% of the final grade.
